What are Legends Cars? 

 
The cars are spaceframe racers with 5/8ths scale fibreglass bodies (10 
different body styles) based on the American NASCAR racers of the 
1930s and 40s.  Motive power is from a 120bhp sealed Yamaha 1250cc 
engine which connects with the tarmac via Legends Edition control tyres. 
 
The class promotes close, affordable and above all entertaining 
motorsport.  Two heats and a final are contested at each round.  Grid 
positions for the first heat are decided by ballot.  The second grid is a 
total reverse of the first.  Championship points are scored in both heats 
and these are added together to establish the grid for the final race but 
with the top points scorers starting at the back of the field.  This gives a 
sporting chance to newcomers or perhaps those not enjoying the best of 
luck in the early stages of a meeting!  
 
The formula's growth has been almost as rapid as the cars themselves.  
Legends Cars arrived in the UK for demonstration races during the 1995 
season.  The following year the first full UK National Championship was 
contested.  A Scottish series was established in 2000 and this gained 
championship status for 2001.   
 
 
 

 

 
2008 will again see a full National Championship, a Scottish 
Championship and also another regional English series - 
so there is plenty of choice for prospective drivers.  Legends Cars are not 
limited to the UK however and the ultimate aim for a driver must be to 
contest the World Championship which is held annually at Infineon 
Raceway (Sears Point) each November.

Profile 

Age 9-12 
Started racing in 1993 in club championship cadet karting. In 1995 he 
competed in the British Championship and finished 32nd   out of 70 in 
his first season and 14th the following year. In 1996 he competed in the 
British Championship again, and finished 14th. Also in 1996 he was 
signed up for the championship series run by the McLaren Mercedes F1 
team - finished 20th. 

Age 14-16 
In 1998 Lawrence debuted in car racing (Ministox) at Arena Essex 
Raceway. Qualified for both the English and World Championships in his 
first season.  Finished 8th in the National Points Chart. 
Lawrence was also chosen to present a children's television show on ITV 
called Energize. In 1999 Lawrence had 5 race wins and numerous 
podium finishes.  He also led the National Points chart before ‘retiring’ 
and moving on to Legends Cars 
 
Age 16+ 
Youngest ever race winner 
Lawrence is the youngest ever driver to win a Legends Cars race. Since 
then he has recorded many wins, he’s won at the World Finals in 
California and is generally regarded as one of the formulas most 
exciting prospects.
